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"Come Christians, Join to Sing" 
began as a Sunday school song 
for children. Originally 
entitled, "Come, Children, 
Join to Sing," the hymn's name 
was changed when its author 
realized everyone loved to 
sing his hymn. The hymn was 
written in 1843 and first 
appeared in a Scottish hymnbook 
for children entitled Sacred Melodies 
for Sabbath Schools and Families. 
 
The words "alleluia" and "amen" are 
found in each stanza, drawing on rich 
biblical language. "Alleluia", the 
Latin equivalent of Hallelujah, is 
found in many of the Psalms and means 
"Praise the Lord." "Amen," of course, 
ends many prayers, and it simply means 
"truth," "assuredly," or "so be it." 
 
Combining the praise of "Alleluia" 
with the jubilant assertion of "Amen" 
this hymn resounds with praise for 
Christ our King. Calling on Christians 
to sing praise both now and 
forevermore, it's a fitting hymn for 
children and adults alike.

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I think it is time for more fun word definitions.  Webster’s has an ‘official-ness’ to it, but we all know that words 
and definitions can change according to contexts and who does the defining.  Consider the following: 
 Conviction – the commendable quality in ourselves which we call bullheadedness in others. 
 Desk – a wastebasket with drawers (I can give witness to this one!!) 
 Enough – what would satisfy us if the neighbors didn’t have more 
 Expert – a person who takes ideas we understand and makes them sound confusing 
 Los Angeles – 40 suburbs in search of a city 
 Oil – a lubricant…except in international affairs 
 Secret – something you tell only one person at a time 
 Vacation – A period of travel and relaxation when you take twice the clothes and half the money you need 
 Yawn – Bad manners, but an honest expression of opinion 
(All of these definitions come from A Dictionary of Wit, Wisdom, and Satire, Prochnow and Prochnow, Jr.) 
 The way we use words changes from generation to generation.  Consider something as simple as the word 
“cool.”  It began as a description of something’s temperature in opposition to warm (hot and cold, warm and 
cool).  Its usage, however, grew widely over time.  Today, the word “cool” can appear in a large array of contexts 
with varied meanings.  It has also become a generic response, like “okay.”  “Is this rug okay for the house?”  
“Yea, it’s cool.” 
 It is important for us to recognize how words change because in the church we are centered in a Word 
(capital W) that does not change: Jesus Christ, the Word of God become flesh (John 1:1, 14).  While that Word 
does not change (the gospel is and will always be the love of God in Jesus Christ that brings new life and 
forgiveness of sins), the words available to us for its ongoing expression remain in constant flux. 
 Let’s commit together to the ongoing work of sharing the Word of the gospel, Jesus Christ, with the best 
words we can find that connect with the world around us.
